GRADING 
 
Grading will be based on a points scale: 



 

 Weekly participation – 10 points/week 
o Playing instrument properly 
o Discussion (when appropriate) 
o Having a pencil ready 
o Having playable reeds 
o Any unexcused absences/tardies will negatively affect your weekly participation 

grade by 2 points per missed day. For example, 2 unexcused tardies in one week 
will result in a maximum of 6/10 points for the week. 

 Assignments – 25 points/assignment 
o Numbering music 
o Writing rhythms 
o Worksheets/other assignments 

 Playing tests – 50 points/test 
o You will be expected to know your music by a certain date. Anytime after the date 

I give you, I will draw names and hear individuals sing their parts. 

 Concerts/Mandatory Events – 200 points/event 
o Any unexcused absences from a concert will result in 0/200 points. Unexcused 

absences include: 
 Scheduled to work 
 Did not have a ride 
 Forgot 

o Students who have emergency reasons for missing a concert will be expected to 
write a paper to take place of the concert grade. The paper will also be worth 200 
points. Students should discuss paper options with me if an emergency situation 
occurs. Examples of excused absences include: 

 Death in the family 
 Sickness
